1-The treaty of Versailles 1919-

led to widespread resentment and a desire for revenge.
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2- Rise of Dictatorship - The aggressive expansionist

policies of fascist Italy and Nazi Germany led by Benito
Mussolini and Adolf Hitler respectively contributed to the

outbreak of war.
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3- Appeasement Policy- The policy of appeasement

adopted by Britain and France towards Nazi Germany

emboldened Hitlers aggressive expansionism.
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4- German rearmament - German remilitarization of the

Rhineland and its rapid military build up further

escalated tensions.
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5- ltalian aggression- ltalys invasion of Ethiopia in

1935and its allies with Germany contributed to the war.
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Result of second world War -

1-Massive Human losses- The war resulted in the deaths
of an estimated 50-80 millions people including civilians

and soldiers.
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2- Destruction of infrastructure - Many cities and towns

are heavily damaged and destroyed ,leading to a
massive displacement of people.
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3-Formation of United Nations- the war lead to the

formation of United Nations, an international organization

dedicated to promoting peace and security.
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4-Cold war- The war marked the begging of the cold war

,a period of ideological rivalry between USA and USSR.
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5-Divison of Europe - The war led to the division of

Europe into eastern and western blocks with the USSR

dominating east USA and its allies dominating the west.
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6-Decolonization— The war weakened European

colonial powers ,leading to awave of decolonization in

Asia and Africa.
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/-Nuclear age- The war introduced world to nuclear

warfare with the united states dropping atomic bombs

on Hiroshima and Nagasaki in August 1945.
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8- Freedom of India and foundation of Israel .Thus

second world war had a great impact on modern world
,shaping the course of international relations , global

politics and society.
